C3 Study Questions:  The Power of Enlightenment — 1 Corinthians 2:1-5
Getting to know me
1. How do you feel about public speaking? Describe a public speaking appearance where you or someone else really blew it, or describe one of your most embarrassing moments.

2. If you are a Christian, who introduced you to Christ? Do you remember what they said? What impacted you the most in your decision to become a Christian?
Getting to know the Word
3. What do you think makes people feel empowered? Why do many feel this is so important? Did the Apostle Paul seem to feel empowered in 1 Corinthians 2:1-5? Explain.

4. What may have caused Paul to be “in weakness, in fear, and in much trembling,” (v. 3) while preaching to the Corinthians? Compare this verse with 2 Timothy 1:7-8.

5. Why do you feel Paul would decide to know nothing except Christ and Him crucified? Why is that phrase an accurate summary of the gospel? Based on Philippians 3:7-10, what is more important than knowing Christ? What did Paul believe was the most important thing to experience?

6. Do you feel like you know enough about Jesus to explain to someone how to be saved? What are the fundamental principles someone needs to know to be saved?  

7. In Acts 26, Paul almost persuades King Agrippa to become a believer. Have you ever had an experience similar to Paul’s, where you almost persuaded someone? At that point, what should you do? As a group, share the names of people you are praying would be saved and take the time to pray together for them.
