· Where do fights ultimately come from, based on James 4:1-4? Give an example from politics, marriage, and the church where this may be the case.

· In 1 Cor. 1:10, Paul is urging them not to have divisions, but instead to speak the same things and have the same mind. Based on Philippians 2:1-8, is this possible? Who are the people who should be like-minded in Phil. 2:1? Write a list of all of the characteristics Paul is urging them to take on in Phil. 2:2-8.

· Pastor Larry discussed four factions in the Corinthian church (1 Cor. 1:12). Review those factions and summarize the differences. Name some causes of division in the church today. Are any of these divisions similar to the ones of the early church?

· What evidences of Christian hero worship or superstars do you see today? What is Paul’s main antidote to personality cults and the disunity they create (v. 13)?
· Read John 17:20-23. Who is Jesus praying for? What is He praying for? What would be the result of this answered prayer?
