C3 Study Questions:  Influencers Pt. 3 - 1 Corinthians 3:18-23
Getting to know me

1. Name a prominent historical leader. What attributes and/or accomplishments make this person a great leader?
2. 
 Take time to consider your greatest accomplishment. Why is that accomplishment of value? 
Getting to know the Word

3. In verse 18, Paul contrasts the wisdom of this world and the wisdom that is from God. The influencer is encouraged towards foolishness (v. 18) in order to become wise.  How does this work? What might foolishness in the world’s eyes look like in today’s context? 
4. The Corinthian believers gloried in human leaders and human wisdom. They were split up into factions, each swearing by the name of some person (i.e. Paul, Apollos, Cephas).Was doing this robbing God of glory due him? How? 

5. Why is God so concerned that we build on the right foundation with the right materials? (remember: there will be a ‘building inspection’) So what is God looking for?
6. In verse 21-22, Paul states, in essence, that the community of believers does not belong to the teachers but the teachers belong to the community of believers. According to v. 23 to whom does the community belong? Read 1 Corinthians 6:19-20. What is the purchase price for community ownership? What should be the response of the community of believers? 
Getting to know the how

Not all human wisdom is invalid. Take time to consider the human wisdom that you run into consistently that might complement the wisdom from scripture. Remember that all human wisdom must be subjugated to divine wisdom.

In verse 21, Paul encourages the Corinthians not to boast in men. He would often reinforce in his letters his longing to boast only in the Lord (1 Cor. 1:31; 2 Cor. 10:17; Gal.6:14). Make a small list of why Jesus is boast-worthy and then share that list with someone. This will open doors to share the gospel.
