C3 Study Questions:  The Spirit of Enlightenment — 1 Corinthians 2:6-16

Getting to know me
1. People are often intrigued by a good mystery. What makes a mystery interesting? Perhaps you can name a mystery movie or TV show that you enjoyed. Explain.

2. What do you find most mysterious about God? If you could ask God one question, what would it be?

Getting to know the Word
3. In 1 Corinthians 2:6 Paul is addressing the mature believer. What does maturity look like in the secular world? What does maturity look like in the life of a Christian? Read Hebrews 5:11-14: How does this passage contrast the mature and immature believer?

4. In 1 Corinthians 2:10-11 Paul focuses attention on the one of the distinctive works of the Holy Spirit – illumination. What does this passage say about the Spirit’s capacity for knowing God? What does this passage say about the limited nature of man in his effort to know God or the things of God? Read Isaiah 55:8-9: On earth will there be a time where we completely know all the facets of who God is and how God works? Explain.

5. Paul says the spiritual man has mind of Christ (v.16). What does it mean to have the mind of Christ? How does having the mind of Christ impact our relationships, jobs, aspirations, etc.?

Getting to know the how
6. Do you feel that you are maturing in your faith as a follower of Jesus Christ? What are some things you are currently doing to contribute to the maturation process? What are some things that detract from the maturation process?

7. Make it a point daily to open the God’s Word and seek out truth. The Holy Spirit provides enlightenment in the reading and understanding of the Word of God.  Searching the Word, guided by the Spirit, we are to learn God’s way of thinking (His wisdom), and gradually learn to evaluate all things from His unique perspective. Be prepared to share what the Spirit illuminated during your time in God’s Word.
