C3 Study Questions:  Intervention - 1 Corinthians 5
Getting to know me
1. Can you remember a time when you were growing up that you got in big trouble? Were you disciplined? If so, do you look back and appreciate the lesson learned from the discipline?
2. Has a friend ever confronted you for doing something wrong? How did it make you feel (angry, sad, appreciative, annoyed, etc.)? How did you receive it? Did you feel judged or loved after the confrontation?
Getting to know the Word
3. In 1 Cor. 5: 2 Paul rebuked the Corinthian Christians for their pride and arrogance. Why might the Corinthians have been proud and arrogant in this situation?
4. Why does the church put a special emphasis on the sin of sexual immorality but not

address with similar severity the other sins listed in parallel fashion in vs. 11? Have you seen church discipline enforced against covetousness or idolatry? Explain. 

5. In 2 Samuel 12:1-13, the prophet Nathan confronts King David about his sin. What was the outcome of the confrontation (13)? What should be the desired outcome of all Christian confrontation concerning sinful behavior? 
6. King David could have had the prophet killed for such a confrontation but instead he showed remorse and repentance. What might have happened if Nathan refused to confront David? 
a. What obstacles might church leaders reference to try to excuse their failure to enforce church discipline? How would you respond to those objections?

7. 
In 1 Cor. 5:6-7 Paul uses an analogy to depict the sin of the individual impacting the entire church. What are some examples in your experience (family, church, etc.) where you have seen the multiplying impact of sin and its devastating effects (when not decisively dealt with on a timely basis)? Why is there a different standard in terms of associating with sinning Christians vs. non-Christians?

Getting to know the how

How do you view sin? Does sin break your heart or do you shrug it off? Perhaps you realize you are living in willful, deliberate sin, that there is an ongoing pattern that you need to repent of. You can experience forgiveness and reconciliation to your Father right now (Pray). Perhaps you need to work on restoring some relationships in the body that have been broken because of sin on your part. 
9. Perhaps you’ve realized there are people who are dear to you whom you need to lovingly challenge with the truth, and you’ve avoided doing so. You must repent of that. Prayerfully plan today to have that difficult conversation. This could be a great time to deal with it. Remember to share the truth in love and confront with the goal of redemption and restoration.
