C3 Study Questions:  Influencers Pt. 4 - 1 Corinthians 4:1-5
Getting to know me
1. When have you been a good steward of something you’ve been entrusted with? What was the outcome? When have you been a poor steward of something you’ve been entrusted with? What was the outcome?
2. Have you ever felt judged by someone? What made you feel that way? How did you handle it?
Getting to know the Word
3. In 1 Corinthians 4:1, Paul talks about being “servants of Christ.” The word for servants here is hyperetas, which was originally used to refer to the rowers in the bottom tier of the Roman galley ships. Why do you think Paul chose this word?
4. Paul also talks about being “stewards of the mysteries of God” in verse 1. 

What are the “mysteries of God” Paul was referring to? (See 1 Corinthians 2:7-8.)
The roots of the word steward suggest a meaning of “ruler of the household.” Why do you think Paul chose this word? 
5. In verse 2, what was the most important part of being a steward? Why do think Paul thought that was important to mention?
6. Read the parable of the talents in Matthew 25:14-30. How does this parable apply to being good stewards of the mysteries of God?
7. What does 1 Corinthians 4:3-5 say about how we should judge others (specifically thinking of leaders/ministers)? How do you think this applies today?
Getting to know the how
8. What are some ways you can be a better servant of Christ?

9. What are some ways you can be a better steward of the mysteries of God?
10. Is there someone who you feel you have been judgmental of? How can you change your attitude toward that person?
11. Verse 5 says that God will “bring to light what is hidden in darkness and will expose the motives of the heart.” Take some time to examine your motives in your vocation, relationships, and service for the Lord. Repent of any impure motives, asking God to purify your motives and help you live for His glory.
